Distinguishing features include stone and iron fences, surrounding terraced front and side yards, wrap-around bracketed porches, full length 4/4 first floor windows, projecting window hoods, paired semi-circular arched windows at third floor, paired bracketed cornice, hipped roof bracketed cupola on hipped roof, three-story side entrance bay, third floor covered with wood shingles.  501 and 519 as ends of the row receive a different treatment with wrap-around porches, projecting front facade, triple arched windows at the third floor, and cross gable roof.  10 Contributing.  Woodland Terrace, National Register, 1971.
